	This course is designed to explore how psychology evolved as a science and review major theories and approaches in psychology history. We will examine the foundations of the discipline by looking at the ideas of individuals who contributed to psychology as a social science. Although the formal discipline of psychology did not emerge until late in the 19th century, we will begin by tracing its roots in the domains of philosophy and physiology. Then, we will consider the rise of several schools of psychology such as behaviorism, structuralism, and functionalism in the late 19th and early 20th centuries and the decline of these schools later.
One of the primary goals of this course is to answer the question of how modern psychology has developed and to identify the social, historical, and philosophical influences on this process.
