	Learning outcomes 
The purpose of this lesson:
1. To help students recognize the similarities and differences between the concepts of ethics, morality, and law.
2. To ensure students are able to demonstrate knowledge of the ethical principles in different practices of Psychology (e.g. psychotherapy, psychological assessment, research, etc.) and Code of Conduct regulated by APA, TPD and local law.
3. To ensure students are able to demonstrate necessary knowledge and skills to evaluate ethical aspects of professional life and daily practices.
4. To ensure students can explain potential effects of personal, social, or cultural values (e.g. emotional states, biases, attitudes, beliefs, customs, etc.) on professional ethical standards and acts
